1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS on frequency separation class (R2-1816016) and provide following answer in RAN4’s reply:
Scenario B (bands of the same frequency band forming multiple sets of intra-band non-contiguous carrier aggregation within a band combination) could potentially provide more flexibility to UE. For example, a certain FR2 UE implementation has two Rx chains and each can process the signals with bandwidth up to 800MHz. Then, by signaling two FreqSeparationClass for each set of intra-band non-contiguous carrier aggregation as Scenario-B, gNB knows that this UE can receive up to two chunks of 800MHz and there is basically no restriction for the gap between these two chunks. On the other hand, signaling only one FreqSeparationClass as Scenario-A (bands of the same frequency band forming a single set of intra-band non-contiguous carrier aggregation within a band combination), UE has to signal its FreqSeparationClass as 1600MHz which could potentially restriction some deployment scenarios for this UE implementation.
