Requirements

If the indicated TCI state is known to UE, UE shall comply with the TCI state switching delay specified in TS38.214 [26].
If the indicated TCI state is unknown to UE, there is no requirement on TCI state switching delay.
The indicated TCI state is known, if the reference signal in the TCI state is type-D QCLed with another reference signal for which UE reported L1-RSRP during the last [1.28] ms, otherwise the TCI state is regarded as unknown.
