1. Overall Description:
Until now the 7.5 kHz uplink shift for LTE/NR spectrum sharing has been limited to NR FDD and SUL bands. In a Release 16 Work Item “LTE/NR spectrum sharing in Band 41/n41” RAN4 is working on LTE/NR spectrum sharing in Band 41/n41[RP-190175] which would require the 7.5 kHz UL shift for a TDD NR band. 
It is RAN4’s understanding that currently the frequencyShift7p5khz IE is optional only for FDD and SUL bands in 38.331. RAN4 understands that at RAN2#105bis the addition of a new tdd-frequencyShift7p5khz IE that could be transmitted in the SIB of a TDD band was proposed [R2-1903207][R2-1903208]. It is RAN4’s understanding that RAN2 decided to wait for progress from RAN4 before concluding what to do.  

While RAN4 has not yet concluded if n41 can be reused or if a new band will be needed, either way there will be a new requirement for the 7.5 kHz uplink shift for a TDD band, and the need to signal the UL shift. 

RAN4 would like to encourage RAN2 to add the signalling to indicate the 7.5 kHz uplink shift for a TDD band. It would be desirable to have this signalling apply to Release 15 so that the feature can be release independent.
