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1. Overall Description
RAN4 has discussed definition of IAB-MT channel bandwidth and would like to inform RAN2 of their agreement. RAN4 decided that IAB-MT declares and signals the supported channel bandwidths, including the maximum defined channel bandwidth per frequency range (100MHz for FR1 and 200MHz for FR2). Modification of the current parameters (IOdT bits) is necessary to allow IAB-MT to avoid support of maximum channel bandwidths in those cases an operator owns a portion of spectrum which is smaller than the maximum channel bandwidth.
