	RAN 5 has changed the title of TS 37.571-1. TS 21.900 states that 37 series specifications are for multi-RAT aspects. MCC has indicated that this implies that the titles should not contain references to individual RATs and that RAN 5 should therefore remove references to individual RATs in the TS 37.571-1 title.
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
