1. Introduction

In the last RAN4#93 meeting, there were some initial discussions on IAB MT OOBB requirement. Therefore in this contribution, we want to share some initial inputs on these open issues. 

2. Discussion 

First of all, for the OOBB requirement itself, it is mainly used to test receiver’s front-end filter performance of rejecting the high interference from OOBB frequency range. Secondly, as we know that IAB DU and IAB MT are most likely to use the same RF hardware especially for passive filter, therefore the same OOBB requirement could be defined for IAB DU and IAB MT. In addition, from the OOBB requirement itself perspective, for FR1, BS OOBB requirement -15dBm is inherited from UE OOBB requirement during the UTRA spec, therefore for FR1 IAB DU and MT, it’s reasonable to keep the same requirement. Meanwhile frequency offset for OOBB of DU and MT should also be aligned. 
For FR2 NR UE, there are no such alignment between BS and UE and no OOBB requirement defined for FR2 NR UE due to test complexity and cost, from the implementation perspective, it’s also reasonable to keep the same requirement for IAB DU and MT as the same front-end performance will contribute to the OOBB rejection performance.

Proposal: for IAB MT, to reuse the IAB DU OOBB requirement. 
3. Conclusions

In this contribution, we shared some further inputs on FR1 IAB coexistence study and proposals are made as following:

Proposal: for IAB MT, to reuse the IAB DU OOBB requirement.
