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1	Overall description
RAN4 has discussed the issue of cell grouping for synchronous NR-DC and can provide the following feedback.
From the point of view of RAN4 requirements, the RF requirements are the same irrespective of how the cells are grouped. All the CCs in a cell group have to be a valid CA combination with at least one UL CC. This information should already be available at the gNB through UE CA capability signalling. 
One more thing that should be considered is that for some band combination, simultaneous Rx-Tx might not be supported. If these CCs are part of different groups, it might be difficult for the network to coordinate the UL/DL scheduling such that Tx and Rx do not collide. 
RAN4 would also like to mention that it is not in a position to comment on whether grouping is needed from a baseband functionality or protocol/interoperability testing point of view.
If the above information is not readily available at the network, cell group signalling would likely be needed.
