	PDCCH demodulation requirements covering DCI 2-0 
· Option 1: Yes
· Option 1a: Yes, if the payload size is aligned with scenarios defined for PDSCH
· Option 2: No
· Option 3: No, cover it together with PDSCH requirements


In this paper, we will provide our discussions for PDCCH demodulation requirements.
Discussion 
For PDCCH DCI 2-0, only maximum payload size has been changed and no physical layer enhancements has been introduced. We don’t think it is necessary to define an additional case to test PDCCH performance. We don’t think how option 3 work since the SNR @ 1% BLER of PDCCH performance is much lower than 70% of maximum of throughput of PDSCH. Hence, option 2 is reasonable.
Proposal 1: No PDCCH demodulation requirements are needed to define for Rel-16 NR-U.
