Introduction
In the present contribution, we discuss about Category B TTCN CRs (i.e. TTCN CRs for new test case verification) that are co-sourced by several System Simulator (SS) Vendors.

Discussion
In the last three months, we have seen a new trend for the Category B TTCN CRs submitted for new test case verification co-sourced by several SS Vendors: that is, each SS Vendor put in a separate section of the TTCN CR their own list of changes, with no apparent effort to analyse each other’s identified issues. You can find one such example (among many) in R5s190632 [1]. 
This causes the TF160 experts reviewing those submissions unnecessary additional effort to review and comments several times the same or similar change proposed, to identify what is a real essential change for this test case, to review different SS logs based on different list of TTCN changes… 

This is not what is expected from a Category B TTCN CR. Whether the source of a Category B TTCN CR is a single SS Vendor or multiple SS Vendors, the TTCN CR should contain a single list of TTCN changes (with no duplication) and be based on the same draft prose CR (if prose corrections have been identified) required to obtain successful (PASS) execution of the test case. 
The onus is on the co-sources of the TTCN CR to discuss and agree between themselves on the final list of necessary changes BEFORE the submission is made public (same as for a co-sourced prose CR). And the produced SS logs from the different SS Vendors should be based on the same set of TTCN changes. One example of what is expected can be found in R5s190846 [2].
