x.3 Justification

SMS has been very successful and popular in the GSM era. Noting this messaging type of service,
evolving from the existing SMS to non-realtime Multimedia Messaging Service, has been identified as
being important for UMTS. Multimedia messaging is understood to mean non-realtime transfer of
images, audio/video clips and other binary information in a store-and-forward fashion. The message
could be delivered to the recipient immediately if the user is attached to the network, otherwise
delivered by the network to the user when available.

x.4 Service Aspects

Multimedia Messaging service should not be a new bearer service, but a new messaging feature which
uses the generic bearer services of the UMTS.

It should be possible to use different addressing formats to identify the recipient (UMTS 22.05
Address Translation Feature).

The Multimedia Messaging service should allow different generic UMTS bearer services.

The Multimedia Messaging service should be able to support a notification mechanism to the MS.

The Multimedia Messaging service should be able to be automatically informed when the MS
becomes reachable.
