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S1 thanks RAN 2 for the liaison in Tdoc TSGR2#8(99)g81 according the limitations of reception of cell broadcast messages when UE is in connected mode.

Unfortunately there is no definition of a basic terminal in S1, but S1 implies that this is a terminal that can handle one dedicated traffic resource on the air interface only. Enhanced terminals that can handle more than one dedicated traffic resource and will not have the described limitation.  

In alignment to GSM GPRS class B terminals, S1 is accepting that a “basic” UE is not able to receive cell broadcast messages when connected in the CS domain but should be able to receive the messages when connected in the PS domain but is not active i.e. the UE is currently not transmitting or receiving data packets. 

Following sentence will be included in the 22.003 stage 1 description A 1.3.4 section 4:

Reception of CBS messages for a UE is not a requirement if it is connected in the CS domain. It should be possible for a UE to receive messages if it is connected in the PS domain and no data is currently transmitted.
