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Subject: S1 All IP ad hoc planing

Hi,

There has been no discussion yet on S1, but I think we need to start on planning how to continue at S1 with all IP option. (Firstly I hope we could find better name that all IP.) 

This mail presents my ideas how to work with all IP option on release 2000, and specifically what shall be done at the ad hoc group. Note, that S1 shall continue also the development and maintenance CS domain services for rel 2000 at plenary and at the other adhocs.

TARGET OF THE S1 ALL IP -AD HOC:

The ad hoc group concentrates on services aspects of PS Domain (All IP). The ad hoc will prepare reports, specifications and CR for S1 plenary. The target is to have understanding on what need to be standardised in order to have successful introduction of PS domain real-time services (i.e. Multimedia teleservices with supplementary services, service capabilities, features etc.). Work shall be based on existing GPRS/PS domain services . 

It not clear yet what are the issues S1 shall standardise for All IP option. PS domain and GPSR services create already foundation for real time IP services and it's seen that only little work there is needed, i.e. rel 99 requirements from S1 point of view cover most. I have listed below few issues where I believe we could start.

SOME IDENTIFIED AREAS:

1) Report on Service architecture.

A way forward is to create common understanding how services shall be offered at All IP network and to document it as a 3GPP report. This is not really standards issue but is felt to be needed before the writing of specifications can really start. Some of the issues to be understood are quite close to S2 and good co operation is needed. As a example we could have case study on how to offer call forwarding SS. Based on the report it would be much easier to conclude what are the actual topics that are required to be standardized and what be left proprietary.

2) Feature wish list

Based on earlier standardisation experience it can be said that always some features will be dropped to following releases. It would be very beneficial to get understanding already now of priorities of different features from operators in order to verify that the most important features get included to rel 00.  

A way to do this would be "wish list" approach used by S1 on CAMEL features. Idea is that everyone can propose features for wish list. When list of features is complete everyone shall evaluate the priority of each feature. Combined information can be used to focus and to phase the work at S1. However, there is no guarantees that priorities are followed by the contributions later, which for the basis of the final output.

Example features could be Speech HO between 2G CS  and 3G All-IP, or IN interface to CSCF, or H.450-2 call transfer SS support or emergency call. 

This work can be carried over at S1_IP mailing list. Please start sending contributions with different features at S1 mailing list and I will collect them to one list. 

Please include feature name and a short description. 

e.g. Emergency call. Support for emergency call with all relevant regulatory requirements.

e.g. Call Transfer. Support for multimedia call transfer.

3) Review of existing specifications. 

Based on work started on last S1 meeting (TDoc 700) we need to review existing 22-series. Specifically separation between CS and PS domain requirements need to be clarified. Some of the work is quite straight forward and actually shows that a big part of requirements identified at some specifications are already included. Clarifications will be needed on those issues which are effected by addition of real-time capabilities to EDGE/GSM RAN. 

4) Creation of new specifications. 

I believe creation of new specifications can be initiated only when we know what to standardise, so I have difficulties to see this taking place before January.

SCHEDULE:

I think we need some dedicated meeting in order to speed up the work. I believe three day meeting are feasible. Also I believe that we can continue the approach taken at S1 to have parallel meeting at the beginning of the week, i.e. at least Mondays. 

Currently I don't think it possible to have physical meeting before San Diego.
