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The one-day Vhe adhoc #5 meeting was held in London hosted by Fujitsu Europe Telecom (FTRC) on the 19th of January. Jumoke Ogunbekun chaired the meeting. The list of the attendees is attached. 

The main discussion of the meeting was to finalise the CR to Rel-4 and to develop User Profile clause in Rel-5 TS.  These two aims were achieved.

Nokia suggested making the changes made to Rel-4 to R99 especially on the aspect of User Profile.

The word “subscription” needs to be clarified in the TS for Rel-5 as it appeared in many sentences, which appears to have different meaning. This will be reviewed at the next meeting.

It was indicated that a report was needed that captured high level requirements and it was debated whether this should be just for VHE of for overall service provisioning. 

The meeting also discussed the response to the LS from S2 and from this discussion the following issues were outlined:

· A reply LS will be sent to S2 indicating that there is no new requirement in R4

· A discussion will be raised at the next S1 plenary (Capetown) on handling of Service Provisioning. Should this be addressed in the VHE document or in the IM TS 22.228

· S2 VHE-OSA group has invited S1-VHE group to a joint meeting to be co-located with the S2 plenary meeting in Sweden. The proposed date for this in on the 26th of Feb.
