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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank T2 for their LS regarding Interworking between 3GPP systems and WLANs.

SA1 has studied the LS from T2 and would like to point out that while the support of SMS over I-WLAN is a mandatory service, the mechanism by which SMS is delivered over I-WLAN is out SA1 scope.  

SA1 believes that the delivery mechanism for SMS over I-WLAN is an architecture issue and should be decided in the architecture group (i.e., SA2). 

In addition to pursuing interworking of SMS with WLAN, SA1 would also like to ensure that SMS subscribers operating over legacy systems (i.e., GPRS and GSM subscribers) should be able to receive SMS services over I-WLAN despite their lack of IMS (SIP) capabilities. 

2. Actions:

SA1 asks SA2 to study the different options for the delivery of SMS over I-WLAN, ensuring that legacy system subscribers (who are not capable of supporting SIP) can receive the same SMS service over I-WLAN.
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
