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SBC would like to see CAMEL Phase 4 enhanced, to allow the further development of, and support of, a fully flexible Pre-Paid service based on CAMEL capabilities.  SBC therefore propose, that CAMEL Phase 4 is developed to include :- 

· Additional support for CAMEL based Pre-paid services.
· Further contol of call legs in a flexible manner.
· Support for information services.
· Support for contol of USSD procedures
· Support for additional control of call duration
As such, the following features (not in any order of priority) are considered necessary by SBC for inclusion within Release 2000 for CAMEL :-

· Procedures for USSD (22.078 section 11). 
· Enhancements to CSE control of call duration (22.078 section 15.4), including 

a. Maximum call duration dictated by CSE

b. Tariff switch time

c. Set of e-values

· SCP/CSE Initiated call setup (22.078 section 8). 

· Call Party Handling.

SBC also believe that the concept of a virtual home environment is an important one, as is CSE control of optimal routing.  SBC therefore also consider the following features as valuable features for inclusion in CAMEL Phase 4:-

· VHE, SAT/MeXE

· Interactions with Optimal Routing

SBC would also like to request that no final decision be taken on CAMEL Release 2000 until the report from the meeting has been distributed to 3GPP members and that those 3GPP members unable to attend the meeting have the opportunity to comment.
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
