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It is the general consensus (as expressed in the Nice, France, 3GPP SA workshop held February 7-9, 2000) that the development of standards to support an All-IP Network Option will take place using a phased approach.  

This contribution proposes text corrections to the appendix of TR 22.976 to reflect the usage of a phased approach.  The term "release 2000" is replaced by "All IP Network Option Phase 1".   This decouples the phasing of the release from the delivery schedule, which is elaborated upon elsewhere (within this document, and/or as part of the Release 2000 project planning document).
