Introduction

This contribution proposes text to Section 5.1 of TS 23.abc on IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) emergency sessions. It introduces the concept of Emergency CSCF which has already been introduced in TR 23.867, albeit the functionality has been there referred to as emergency S-CSCF.
