Introduction

This paper discusses some terminated call scenarios contained in TR 23.806.

Discussion

IMS termination – Incoming call received via CS
Section 6.2a.3.1.3.2 VCC-SRF Based Dynamic Routing
· CCCF/NeDS (VCC-SRF) head off the SRI. The VCC-SRF concept shall intercept or head off the HLR. Is this part a valid functionality of SRFs. References to specifications describing the SRF and clarifying its interfaces are required.
CS termination – Incoming call received via IMS

Section 6.2a.3.2.2 CS termination – Incoming Call received via IMS

· It should be clarified, how the CCCF derives the MSISDN if an incoming call arrives from another IMS network (SIP URI). IMS access cannot be presumed. 
Section 6.2a.3.2.2.2.1 CAMEL based solution for GSM/UMTS CS termination

· Figure 6.2a.3.2-3: The intention to avoid a MAP interface in the CCCF, leads to a quite ineffective call flow. Sending a SRI directly to the HSS avoids steps 7 and 8.
· Same issue in section 6.2a.3.2.2.2.2 VCC-SRF based solution for GSM/UMTS CS termination. In step 6, the VCC-SRF could directly send the SRI in step 6 (avoids 7, 8 and 9).
CS termination - Incoming call received via CS

· 6.2a.3.2.3.2.2 CAMEL based solution for GSM/UMTS CS termination CSRN = MSISDN

· What happens, if the B party receives a second call during call setup phase of the first call, especially after step 17 (Continue)?

· In step 4 the CCCF/NeDS receives the MSISDN (via Initial DP) and use it again in step 11 to set the CSRN = MSISDN. Normally, if a SCP sends the Connect (step 5) it deletes any context and would not be able to set CSRN = MSISDN. Does this procedure violate the SCP concept?
Proposal

Add editor’s note to section 6.2a.3.1.3.2 VCC-SRF Based Dynamic Routing: The VCC-SRF concept shall intercept or head off the HLR. Is this functionality in line with existing specifications describing the SRF?
Add editor’s note to section 6.2a.3.2.2 CS termination – Incoming Call received via IMS: How can the CCCF derive the MSISDN if an incoming call arrives from another IMS network (SIP URI)? IMS access cannot be presumed.
Improve procedures in section 6.2a.3.2.2.2.1 and 6.2a.3.2.2.2.2 by sending a SRI directly to the HSS in step 6.
Add editor’s note in section 6.2a.3.2.3.2.2: Clarify how the CCCF sets the CSRN without violating the existing SCP concept.
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
