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1. Introduction

For inter 3GPP system mobility, there are possibilities to optimise mobility management and service access management by using similar mechanisms in access systems.

The T-doc S2H050221 for example proposes a solution for optimising mobile network attachment procedure when moving between 3GPP 2G/3G and 3GPP LTE networks.

For mobility between 3GPP and non 3GPP coverage, the issue is different and it is preferable to rely on a mobility management that is more access agnostic.

2. Discussion

When moving between 3GPP and non 3GPP access systems, the mobility management has to be proceeded at a “higher level”, i.e above the IP access nodes of the 2 access systems in order to have a loose coupling between 3GPP and non 3GPP technologies in term of mobility management and service access management. This will allow, for each non 3GPP technology to evolve without 3GPP synchronisation needs.

For this type of mobility, a B2 type architecture limiting 3GPP coupling to Gx and Gi interface and offering IP session continuity between 3GPP and non 3GPP access system through a common inter AS Mobility Manager is more adequate. This common inter AS Mobility Manager is based on IETF standards like Mobile IP, to avoid ensure interoperability with  non 3GPP access system and avoid extra useless standardization effort.
