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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA4 for the Reply LS on 5MBS User Services. SA2 discussed the LS response and would like to provide following feedback:
For the Item 2 in the LS:

SA4 Feedback: SA4 has agreed to describe the interworking with GCSE at reference point MB2 in Annex A.1. The related CR is in S4-220848 (attached). SA4 would like to ask SA2 whether Group Communication traffic, ingested by MBSTF at MB2-U can be distributed (alternatively or simultaneously) to the MB-UPF at reference point Nmb9 and the MBMS-GW at reference point SGi-mb.
In the Interworking architecture defined in TS 23.247 clause 5.2, “The BM-SC+MBSF/MBSTF exposes common Nmb5/Nmb10/xMB-C/MB2-C and Nmb8/xMB-U/MB2-U reference points to the NEF and/or AF/AS. A common TMGI is used towards the AF/AS. The TMGI is also used as identifier for transport over E-UTRAN/EPC.”

As clarified in the LS (S4-220706/S2-2203051), it is not allowed to use the Nmb8 an Nmb10 between GCS AS and 5GS. It means the GCS AS can only use the MB2 interface to interact with MBSF/MBSTF+BM-SC joint functionality.
SA2 confirm for the Group Communication traffic, ingested by MBSTF at MB2-U can be distributed (alternatively or simultaneously) to the MB-UPF at reference point Nmb9 and the MBMS-GW at reference point SGi-mb. And SA2 has agreed the attached CR to clarify this.
