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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA6 for their LS on supporting of NAT deployed within the edge data network. 

The questions in the incoming LS from SA6 in S6-221953 are as following
· As mentioned in KI#16 about AF (e.g. EES) with a NATted UE IP address, can SA2 support taking NATted UE IP address as input and then exposing the UE External ID to EES?
· In solution #23, EES (as AF) invokes Nnef_UEID API with UE private IP address allocated by 3GPP CN. In certain deployment when multiple UEs are allocated with the same private IP address, can SA2 support addressing IPv4 address overlap issue?
SA2 has some discussion the answers are below:
For Q1, there will be a solution in FS_UPEAS that provides UE IP address mapping information exposure (e.g., UE private IP address for a UE public IP address) by the UPF if the UPF employs the NAT functionality. With this solution, SA2 can support AF (e.g. EES) obtaining the private UE IP address exposed from UPF, and then obtaining the UE External ID.
For Q2, if solution is agreed, it will support the mapping between public IP address and private IP address, the solution #23 in FS_eEDGEAPP is not needed without the IPv4 address overlap issue.
