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1	Overall description
SA2 thanks SA6 to ask following questions for PIN. SA2 has discussed and would like to reply as following:
Q1 To SA2: Is 5GC involved in making decisions or providing access control information (e.g., user name, account, SSID, BSSID) to PIN server (AF) during PIN creation/modification procedure? If yes, and what’s the details of access control information? What other information the 5GC can provide to PIN server (AF)?
Answer: SA2 does not conclude that 5GC provides access control information to PIN server (AF).
Q2 To SA2: Whether and how the 5GC involved in the PIN creation procedure? If the 5GC is involved in the PIN creation procedure, what and how PIN server interact with 5GC?
Answer: SA2 has conclude that 5GC support PIN creation/update/delete requested by AF, but does not support PINE management, i.e., does not manage the membership of a PIN. SA2 is working on the interaction between AF and 5GC to support PIN creation/update/delete requested by AF, one possible way is similar as described in clause 4.15.6.2 of TS 23.502 with PIN related parameters.
Q3 To SA2: Whether and how the 5GS to allow the PIN server to check the UE identified by the GPSI has subscribed to be a PEMC.
Answer: SA2 has concluded that PEGC has PIN related subscription, but does not have consensus that PEMC has PIN related subscription. SA2 does not study the support of 5GC to return the role (PEMC or PEGC) of a UE.
Q4 To SA2: Whether and how the PIN server to interact with 5GS to establish QoS flow for PINE? Is it possible for a PIN server to interact with 5GS to establish a QoS flow to a PEGC that can be used for PINE?
Answer: SA2 has concluded that 5GC supports AF influence traffic QoS and routing for PIN and PEGC-initiated traffic QoS and routing for PIN, which enables QoS flow establishment for PINEs. The packet filters identifying the traffic can be used to determine that the traffic is for a PINE.
