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Introduction

According to the TS 23.271 it is possible to send the LCS client name and the Requestor ID to the target UE/MS in the LCS location notification invoke procedure. Target UE/MS can then show those information elements in the screen to the target UEs/MSs user so he/she can decide to either accept or reject the location request. What else the target UE/MS could do with LCS client name and Requestor ID has been out side of scope of TS 23.271.

At the moment LCS client name or Requestor ID could be in several formats:

· Logical name

· E-mail address

· MSISDN

· URL 

· SIP URL

· IMS public identity

· Etc.

Therefore it would be useful for the target UE/MS to know the format of LCS client name and Requestor ID when it executes some operation, which could be e.g.

· Find the name that corresponds to the MSISDN from the phone book

· Find or store E-mail addresses or SIP URLs to ‘contacts’

· Store the URL address to the bookmarks

Proposal

It is proposed that LCS client should indicate the format of the LCS client name and the Requestor ID in the LCS service request to GMLC. GMLC should forward this information to MSC/SGSN in the  MAP Provide-Subscriber-Location message and MSC/SGSN should further forward this information to the target UE/MS in the LCS location notification invoke procedure. This functionality should be added to the 3GPP TS 23.271.
