5.6 MBMS Data Sources and Content Provider

The architecture assumes the use of IP multicast at the reference point Gi. MBMS data sources shall distribute MBMS data by use of IP multicast transmission within the IP network.

Content providers may be required to interact with the BM-SC for the purpose of assuring a controlled and secured delivery of content over MBMS. Content providers which use the BM-SC need not distribute the data over IP multicast. The reference point from the content provider to the BM-SC is not standardised

5.7 Optional Functional Element

5.7.1 CAMEL

The SGSN may use CAMEL to handle pre-paid services, e.g. credit checking for on-line charging. 

5.7.2 CBS

The Cell Broadcast Centre (CBC) may be used to announce MBMS services to the users. 

5.7.3 OSA-SCS

The BM-SC might use OSA-SCS to interact with third parties.
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
