Overall Description

SA2 would like SA5 to think about the interworking relationship between GUP and Device management. This liaison statement aims to gain the common understanding on the interworking between GUP and Device management.

In current 32.802 section 6.1.1.3, UEM gateway is defined as “UE Managers use the UEM Gateway to provide transparent access to the UE client from various UE Managers. In this example, the UEM Gateway controls the access available to the UE Managers. It is assumed that the network operator will own the UEM Gateway”. However, GUP server not just provide a single access with authentication and authorisation in a secured manner for DEM but also it finds the right data repository for device managers (routing) via Rp interface.

From the definition of the UEM Gateway and GUP server above, in order to avoid the overlap between GUP and Device management, SA2 would like SA5 to reference current 23.240 (specially Annex A) for device management interworking with GUP.
