The Early UE Drafting Session was held on Tuesday afternoon. Chris Pudney (Vodafone UK) chaired the session and prepared this report. About 12 people were present.

On Wednesday morning (0830-0915), offline drafting on the Scope statements was held. This was followed by extensive offline debate and another offline drafting session at 1530  to 1600 on Thursday pm.

Review of draft agenda and allocation of tdocs

The draft agenda in 0226 was reviewed and with the following comments agreed:

tdoc 0307 is allocated to a new agenda point 5.5 “database issues”;

tdoc 0223 was distributed on a floppy disk;

tdocs 0224 and 0233 are withdrawn.

Review of early UE work status
0217
Document 0217 had been presented in Monday’s plenary session, so it was presented quickly. 

There was a short discussion on whether future work short be documented in a new TS or new TR or only by CRs to existing stage 2 documents (eg 23.060 and/or 23.221). The conclusion was to propose that a new standalone TS should be drafted.

Work Plan / WID issues

4.1

Update of scope


0208, 0219

These 2 documents were discussed together. There was no rapid concensus on how to modify the scope. Vodafone pointed out that, while there were many ways to solve the WID and TR scopes, a bigger difficulty was what to write in the scope of the new TS. Hence discssion on these documents was postponed, and an editing session was held at 0830 on Wednesday morning to make progress on the TS scope.

Wednesday’s drafting session resulted in 0208 and 0219 both being “revised” to produce 0329. Unfortunately there was no agreement on 0329 before the end of Thursday’s editing session and it was suggested that a further revision should be sent for email approval. This revision is in 0333. 0333 is recommended for a 2 week email approval process.

4.2

Update of work programme

0220, 0222

Document 0220 updates the existing WID to reflect the future work that is needed to produce a TS and to update related stage 2 and 3 specifications. Several revisions were proposed and many companies indicated their support for the WID. 0220 is revised to 0323. Following Wednesday’s editing session, offline attempts to agree on the TS scope led to further changes to be proposed to the WID. These are shown in 0331. 0331 is recommended for a 2 week email approval process. 

Document 0222 lists some specifications that should be reviewed to see whether they are impacted by this work. A few additions were made to the list. Initial analysis indicated that neither GLR nor Supercharger functionality should need modification. 0222 is revised to 0324. Subsequently Alcatel kindly volunteered to undertake a review of some of the specifications: this is documented in 0334.

Changes/Completion of TR 23.895

It was agreed that long term maintenance does not need to be performed on TR 23.895.

It was agreed that we will not put UESBI into the RANAP paging message.

5.2

Update of Scope


0209, 0218

Discussion on these documents was postponed because it would have been the same as that on the scope of the WID. Following Wednesday morning’s editing session 0209 and 0218 are both “revised” to produce 0328. Unfortunately there was no agreement on 0328 before the end of Thursday’s editing session and it was suggested that a further revision should be sent for email approval. This revision is in 0335. 0335 is recommended for a 2 week email approval process.

5.3

Handling UESBI at handover
0221, 0020

A good technical debate was held on 0221.  Other alternatives were raised, discussed and their problems identified. After this dicussion, it was concluded that use of the relay MSC to buffer the UESBI was the best method. Hence 0221was accepted without revision.

The LS from GERAN 2 in 0020 was briefly reviewed. No impacts on the TR were identified. It was noted that the information in this LS might be relevant to next week’s RAN ad hoc decision process. Hence  it was proposed to write an LS to the RAN ad hoc with 0020 attached to it. This LS will be drafted in 0325. 

5.4

Gs aspects



0245

0245 identified some editorial errors in 23.895 and described a possible optimisation of the Gs interface signalling. It was agreed that optimisation was in line with existing message flows described in 23.060. Companies are invited to check whether their SGSN implementations are in line with the message flows in 23.060. It was agreed that inclusion of 0245 into the TR did not imply any agreement to incorporate such an optimisation into the TS. 0245 was agreed without any revision.

5.5

Database Issues



0307

NTT DoCoMo presented 0307.  Some questions for clarification were raised, however, the proposals within this document are the subject of next week’s RAN ad hoc. Hence no conclusion was reached on this tdoc. 0307 was noted.

TS or TR or only stage 2 CRs?

Discussion at agenda point 2 had agreed on the production of a new TS.

TS Skeleton


0223

The TS Skeleton in 0223 was reviewed and a few changes suggested. 0223 is revised to 0326.

The chairman asked for volunteers to provide text/diagrams for the TS.

Wednesday and Thursday’s editing sessions attempted to produce a Scope for the TS in 0327. Unfortunately there was no agreement on 0327 before the end of Thursday’s editing session and it was suggested that a further revision should be sent for email approval. This revision is in 0336. 0336 is recommended for a 2 week email approval process.
