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1. Overall Description:

CN5 thanks SA1 OSA for the response LS (S1-022071/N5-021106) on User Data Management for Rel-6.  Although a number of clarifications and new insights are given in this LS, CN5 still believes that the User Data Management is not stable enough to commence the stage 3 specification.  The reasons are the following:

1. CN5 feels that in addition to the results of your study on the relationship of the OSA User Profile requirements and GUP, more material from SA2 on GUP architecture, mechanisms and data models and their relationship to OSA is needed in order to start the stage 3 work. For instance, we are not sure on how the OSA User Profile Manager can be based on or make use of GUP / GUP mechanisms

2. In the list that SA1 considers as a starting point for further investigations, the first item reads: “Both OSA and GUP mechanism grant secure access to user profile data, but GUP limit the access to the “generic part” of the user profile data while OSA may grant access to all parts of the user profile.”  CN5 is, however, unsure what is meant with the “generic part” of the user profile data in the GUP.

2. Actions:

To SA1 group.

ACTION:  CN5 kindly asks SA1 group to forward the conclusion of your study on the issue of the relationship of the OSA User Profile requirements and GUP when this is ready. In addition we would like to learn a further understanding of what is meant with “generic part” of the user profile data in the GUP.
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
