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1. Overall Description:

CT3 thanks CT1 for their LS asking for comments on the proposed WID for Enhancements for Communication Waiting Supplementary service.

CT3 would like to obtain additional clarification on the objectives suggested within this WID.

Furthermore, after a preliminary assessment, CT3 believes that architectural work to enhance the PCC functionality by SA2 would be required to satisfy the suggested objectives. CT3 therefore forwards this issue to SA2 for further consideration.

CT3 would like to comment the suggested objectives with PCC impact as follows:

Interaction between the P-CSCF and PCC to overbook resources in case of communication waiting presentation

CT3 would like to ask for a confirmation from CT1 that the related requirement is that resources for IP flows for the call on hold will be reused for the IP flows of the parallel active communication. (Currently, PCC does not free resources when a call is put on hold.)

It is expected that a solution will at least have impacts on the P-CSCF, but may also have an impact on the Rx and Gx protocols and procedures and perhaps on other PCC interfaces as well.

The CT3 specifications impacted by this feature are at least 3GPP TS 29.214 and 3GPP TS 29.213, but possibly also 3GPP TS 29.212 and 3GPP TS 29.215. 

It has been commented that overbooking of resources is a feature defined by TISPAN RACS and has been considered by SA2 as part of the TISPAN RACS Gq’ and PCC Rx harmonisation effort and we are not sure of the status of the corresponding WID.

As there are no SA2 requirements to base the stage-3 specification on, CT3 is not able to completely assess the magnitude of work in Rel-9 to support this feature.

Specification of how Approaching Network Determined User Busy (NDUB) due to lack of bandwidth at the access network can be taken into account

CT3 would like to ask for a confirmation from CT1 that the related requirement is that PCC provides information about available resources without actually attempting to reserve any resources.

CT3 would like to comment that no information about available resources in the radio network are maintained within PCC network entities or obtained from the radio network by other means than attempts to reserve resources.

If the above assumption about the requirement is correct, not only the PCC functionality would be affected to a large extent and probably all PCC related specification (3GPP TS 29.212 – 3GPP TS 29.215) would be impacted, but also other protocols beyond PCC, for instance GTP, and network entities within the radio network would also be impacted.

As there are no SA2 requirements to base the stage-3 specification on, CT3 is not able to completely assess the magnitude of work in Rel-9 to support this feature.

2. Actions:

To  CT1 group.

ACTION: 
CT3 asks CT1 to kindly further clarify the PCC related requirements implied by the proposed objectives and comment on the related assumptions CT3 made in this LS.

To  SA2 group.

ACTION: 
CT3 asks SA2 to kindly consider if they want to perform related stage 2 work for the proposed objectives, and suggest a handling for the proposed WID.
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
