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1. Overall Description:

During SA#45 it was highlighted that the priority session treatment for voice call (e.g. IMS VoIP, CSFB) for E-UTRAN will not be terminated when the terminating network is in overload because current stage2,3 specification do not support this functionality. SA1 was requested to analyze the issue.
SA1 has discussed this issue and would like to indicate that the requirements for UTRAN/E-UTRAN case are already specified in TS 22.153. However, the E-UTRAN requirements were not addressed in the stage2/3 3GPP R9 specification.
Therefore, SA1 requests SA2 to address the E-UTRAN requirements for the priority session treatment for voice call in the terminating network side in release 10.
