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Abstract of the contribution:

This P-CR discusses the implications of transfer of service control vs sharing of service control in multiple controller scenario
Discussion:

In Rel 9 IUT feature was limited to one controller UE. In release 10, the limitation as been removed and multiple controllers are allowed as well as transfer of service control.  As part of architecture work for release 10, it is not clear how “transfer of collaborative session control” and “soliciting transfer of collaborative session control” still apply in multiple controller scenario i.e. such procedures are needed when there is a limitation on AT MOST 1 controller per collaborative session. But in Release 10, existence of simultaneous controllers makes those procedures redundant i.e. the question is:
Why transfer collaborative session control, when it can simply be shared OR why solicit transfer of session control when the control can simply be shared ?

OR 

Can there be a scenario where there could be multiple controllers but not able to share the complete collaborative control i.e. Collaborative session is split shared between multiple controller ?

The proposal is to put an editorial note in the architectural assumptions to address this aspect in future.
