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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes a key issue of relation between IP-CAN session over Gxd and fixed subscriber session/NSWO for 3GPP UE.
Discussion

Considering QoS control for fixed subscriber session and NSWO traffic of 3GPP UE, following questions need to be addressed:
1) The number of IP-CAN session over Gxd. According to the BBF liaison, when the RG is in Routed mode, the fixed subscriber session is per RG while when the RG is in Bridge mode, the fixed subscriber session is per device. For the fixed subscriber session the number of IP-CAN session over Gxd has dependency on the working mode of RG. For NSWO traffic of 3GPP UE, it’s to be decided whether IP-CAN session for fixed subscriber session can be shared or separate IP-CAN session is needed over Gxd.

2) The number of involved PCRF. For the IP-CAN session(s) over Gxd, it’s for further study whether the IP-CAN session(s) correspond to the same PCRF or multiple PCRFs are involved.
3) The mapping of IP-CAN session over Gxd to fixed subscriber session and NSWO traffic from 3GPP UE. For fixed subscriber sessions, it can be seen that IP-CAN session over Gxd is dependent on whether the RG is in Routed or Bridge mode. For NSWO traffic of 3GPP UE behind a Routed RG, it’s for further study how the IP-CAN session over Gxd is related to the NSWO IP flows.
