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1 Introduction

The P-CSCF discovery procedure was introduced at the Vancouver drafting. However, the description in 23.228 is a bit unclear. In addition, the possibility to transfer the P-CSCF address via the PDP Context Activation messages, in the protocol configuration option field, has been left out during the process. The minutes of meeting is stating that “This 2nd approach can be considered as an optimisation of the DHCP solution”. 

However, this mechanism is important for certain low-end terminals where the implementation of DHCP would be not needed otherwise. This contribution proposes that this optimised solution is still within the scope and clarifies the text of in the 23.228 Section 5.2

5.2.1
Procedures related to Local CSCF Discovery

The Proxy CSCF discovery shall be performed after GPRS attach using one of the following mechanisms:

1. Use DHCP to provide the UE with the domain name of a proxy CSCF and the address of a domain name server that is capable of resolving the proxy CSCF name. 
2. Transfer a proxy CSCF address within the PDP Context Activation signalling to the UE.
The second alternative shall be used for terminals not supporting DHCP.
