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This contribution provides a view on TRE security for Alternative 1 “TRE based solution with remote subscription provisioning and change”.

General Functions of a TRE

Future enhancements that can be considered for TREs include support for multiple isolated, trusted domains, each with or without MCIMs, and owned by a stakeholder [t8 cm1]. Such domains could be completely isolated from each other, or be isolated against tampering and unauthorized access but could provide inter-domain services. If such domains do provide services to each other, these domains may also provide inter-domain authentication functionality to each other, with the assistance of the TRE itself [t8 cm2, 3]. 
Comments:

The potential solution is TRE could refer to Global Platform card specification. Security domain in Global Platform specification could be introduced to TRE. For example, one operator can own its security domain on TRE. The security domain of the operator is created prior to downloading MICM to TRE. The MCIM generated by the operator is downloaded on the operator’s security domain. When changing operator, the old operator’s security domain can be deleted.
