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1. Overall Description:
SA3 thanks SA6 for the Reply LS on IP address to GPSI translation (S6-202008/S3-202849) and SA2 for the LS on IP address to GPSI translation (S2-2005923/ S3-202839). 

SA3 acknowledges the SA6 requirement to enable exposure of network services to AF (e.g. EAS/EES) using a static identifier, when only an IP address of the UE is known. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Using 3GPP system specific permanent identities for network external identification purposes should be avoided. However, using a public identity (for example,like the GPSI, MSISDN, IMPU) outside the 3GPP operator domain for external identification purposes is not a secure concern.can be possible. The GPSI can be an external identifier that is specific for the AF to which it is exposed. If that is the case, the GPSI can be exposed to the AF.

Therefore, SA2 can consider studying on reliable identification of the UE using EAS providedthe IP address with a corresponding public identity for CN capability exposure APIs.
