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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank SA WG3 for their LS response on user consent. We acknowledge that user consent related to eNA will be handled as part of FS_UC3S.
SA3 question: For further work on FS_UC3S in SA3, it would be beneficial, if SA2 could point out which data is expected to be collected by NWDAF that can be related to a specific user, as well as example purposes for which the data is expected to be used. For sharing with external AFs, specific requirements need to be set up to be in line with any data protection regulation (especially regarding third party processing, or processing in other jurisdictions). Other regulations may also be applicable, which will also depend on the exact data to be shared, as well as on the purpose of sharing. 

SA2 Answer: SA2 assumes that the user's consent varies from different jurisdictions, but to understand jurisdictions requirement is behind the SA2’s knowledge. Also, for some cases user consent to be verified at ASP-level even before the data reaches 5GC. Please see also conclusion on KI#8 in clause 8.8, TR 23.700-91.
In addition, SA2 did not perform a detailed analysis of specific user data that requires user consent. However, SA2 believe that some of the UE data (e.g. related to UE mobility analysis, UE communication analysis) as defined in TS 23.288 and proposed in TR 23.700-91 collected by NWDAF may need a user consent when applicable. Therefore, SA2 kindly requests SA3 to perform an analysis of the data collected by NWDAF and provide feedback.
Related to the question raised by SA WG3, the following Rel-16 Analytics specified in TS 23.288 use input data that may be subject to user consent:
· UE mobility Analytics (specified in clause 6.7.2)
· UE communication Analytics (specified in clause 6.7.3)
· Abnormal behaviour Analytics (specified in clause 6.7.5)
· User Data Congestion Analytics (specified in clause 6.8.2)
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In addition, SA2 is about to conclude on a set of enhanced and new Analytics. Please refer to TR 23.700-91 clause 7.0 for an overview and the conclusions in clause 8.
Based on the assumption that user consent might be required for data collection, SA2 agreed on the Key Issue #15 "User consent for UE data collection/analysis" in the Rel-17 study on Enablers for Network Automation for 5G - phase 2 (FS_eNA_Ph2) to consider user consent. However, a detailed study on the proposed solutions #3 "user consent for UE data collection" and #76 "revocation of user consent" is expected from SA3, so that the NWDAF will be enhanced accordingly in the normative work.

2. Actions:
To SA3 group.
ACTION: 	SA2 kindly asks SA3 to take note of the information about data that may be subject to user consent. SA2 kindly asks SA3 to provide feedback to both solutions #3 and #76 for Key Issue #15 (User consent for UE data collection/ analytics) preferably by SA2 Meeting #143.
