Rationale

Clause 4 in TR 33.864 [1] documents the architectural and security assumptions for the AMF re-allocation. In clause 4 there is the following Editor's Note:

Editor's Note: It is FFS, if any new NF or an instance of the existing NF is required to assist the secure re-allocation procedure.”
This EN was added for the reason that currently network slicing, as it is currently specified in existing 3GPP specifications, includes certain network functions and network entities that are shared among the different slices even if these slides are supposed to be isolated from each other. Such common entities (network entities or network functions) are the UE itself, the RAN nodes, the AUSF, UDM, NSSF, and SCP. Figure 3-1 shows an overview architecture of the 5GS for the purposes of the current study showing the shared network entities and network functions. 
It is worth noting that such common entities are not required to be shared by specific solutions but they are shared among slices based on the current state of the specifications i.e. they are shared by necessity. With respect to the network functions the current state of the specifications does not allow any slice-specific discovery and selection. 

Since these network entities are shared by necessity it is proposed that they could be used to assist the AMF re-allocation procedure that therefore be described in the assumptions clause.
