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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks for the information provided by SA5.

As described in S2-2008361/S5-205436 the “maximum utilized bandwidth” means the maximum value of utilized bandwidth of accumulated total UEs in a network slice. SA2 would like to clarify whether this is a measure of the maximum utilized bandwidth the slice or slice instance can support. Also please confirm our understanding that maximum bandwidth means the aggregated maximum throughput across all the UEs served by the slice or the slice instance.   
The FS_eNA_Ph2 conclusion for KI#9 (clause 8.9, TR 23.700-91 v17.0.0) indicates that the NWDAF will provide data volume dispersion analytics. As defined in Table 6.30.1.4.1-3, the data volume dispersion analytics bound by slice includes the data volume dispersed during the observation period in a slice, so the utilized bandwidth (i.e. throughput) for the slice during the observation period could be calculated by using the following formula:

Please note that this throughput applies to the duration of the requested observation, which could be short. Also note that the Application ID in the Table is optional and the data volume dispersed itself could be maximum/minimum/average during the observation period. So the NWDAF in Release 17 will be able to provide aggregated utilized bandwidth (i.e. throughput) per slice in the data volume dispersion analytics if SA5 needs. The NWDAF can’t tell whether the aggregated throughput at the observation period is the absolute maximum the slice can support unless such information is provided from other source(s).
