Rationale

As per TS 23.304 [1], the ProSe Layer-2 Group ID can be pre-configured for the Application Layer Group ID provided by the application layer in the UE. In this case, the UE uses the ProSe Layer-2 Group ID as the Destination Layer-2 ID.    

As per TS 23.304 [1], when ProSe Layer-2 Group ID is not pre-configured for the Application Layer Group ID in the UE, the conversion from the Application Layer Group ID into a Destination Layer-2 ID is done by the UE. Thus, it is not transmitted over any interface. The mechanism for converting the application layer provided Application Layer Group ID to the Destination Layer-2 ID is defined in Stage 3.
From the above ID conversion cases specified in TS 23.304 [1], it is deemed that privacy protection of the ID conversion needs to be done in Stage 3, hence no normative work is to be done by SA3. 

This pCR proposes to make a conclusion for key issues #13 in TR 33.847 [2] accordingly.
