Decision/action requested

It is proposed to endorse the proposal of this discussion paper. 
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Rationale

With respect to the Use case #2 in TR 33.741 [1], SA3 has agreed that "The maximum value of the counters is 65536 according to TS 29.509[3], and the wrap around of the counter is a corner case due to the infrequent use of the UPU and SoR procedures. The probability is low for the case of a primary authentication not happening before 65536 SoR/UPU messages are transmitted from the network to the UE.". 
Therefore, it could be concluded that a home network initiated primary authentication procedure is not needed for the SoR/UPU counter wrap around case.

Detailed proposal

It is proposed to conclude that there is no need for initiating home triggered primary authentication for the use case of SoR/UPU counter wrap around.
