General

The maximum value of the SoR/UPU counters is 65536 according to TS 29.509 [4], and the SoR/UPU counter wrap around is a corner case due to the infrequent use of the UPU and SoR procedures. The probability is low for the case of a primary authentication not happening before 65536 SoR/UPU messages are transmitted from the network to the UE. Therefore, it is concluded that there is no need for normative work for Home Network triggered authentication for the use case of the SoR/UPU counter wrap around.
