SA3 discussed the LS from RAN2 and would like to provide the following response for the RAN2 LS (S3-220626 / R2-2204257):

SA3 does not observe any security or privacy concerns with RAN2 proposal for Rel-17 in the LS. 
Coarse UE location can be shared after UE is in connected mode (meaning, AS security context is already established). 
In connected mode, if "user consent" is available at the UE, the UE will report the information (implicitly giving the consent). If it's not present, the UE will respond that "no coarse GNSS location available" (implicitly refusing the consent).
