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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has a release-18 study item on enhancement of 5G UE Policy (FS_eUEPO), which has key issues and solutions documented in TR 23.700-85. SA2 is also aware of SA3’s Study of Security aspects on User Consent for 3GPP Services Phase 2 (FS_UC3S_Ph2).
Among the key issues, the KI#2 is addressing the issue, whether and how the 5GC can be made aware whether or when the UE enforces a URSP rule to route an application traffic to a PDU Session based on the URSP rule provisioned by 5GC. 
Some of the solutions for KI#2 in TR 23.700-85 (e.g. solution#7, #8, #10, #13, #14, #15, #31) follow the principle to use UE assistance to aid the 5GC to identify whether/when a URSP rule is enforced. Some of the options that are currently being discussed include: the URSP rule’s Traffic Descriptor (TD), the application ID associated to the URSP rule (note that it may or may not be part of the URSP rule’s TD), and the Route Selection Descriptor that UE enforces for an application. The UE assistance would then be transmitted to the 5GC via UL NAS messages (for example, during the PDU session modification establishment/modification or non-PDU session related NAS messages). 
When evaluating this approach of reporting URSP rule enforcement to 5GS and these solutions, SA2 has no consensus whether 
· there exists the risk of privacy exposure
· there is a need to consider user consent regarding UE assistance 
SA2 kindly asks SA3 to provide feedback to SA2 on the following questions:
· Q1: Does SA3 see an issue with privacy regarding the UE sending information to the 5GC via NAS to identify an enforced URSP rule? 
· Q2: Does SA3 see an issue with user consent regarding the UE sending information to the 5GC via NAS to identify an enforced URSP rule that SA2 would need to consider?
· Q3: If Q2 is answered affirmatively, is SA2 correct in assuming that details regarding user consent would fall under the scope of SA3 (e.g. FS_UC3S_Ph2)?
