Rationale

Some SCAS test cases includes “NOTEs” about the applicability of the test case, noticing that it is only valid when certain conditions occur. For instance, in TS 33.512 [1], in clause 4.2.2.1.3, there is an applicability note:

“NOTE 2: This test case only applies to the AMF under test which supports the security handling in CIoT”

Those NOTEs could be found in different blocks of text depending of the test case and the test writer.

Proposal
Based on the above-mentioned rationale, it is proposed to change those applicability notes in the different SCAS specifications to maintain a clear way, adding them in the pre-requisites block of each test case. In the mentioned example in the rationale, could be like:

Pre-Conditions:

-
Test environment with UE. The UE may be simulated. 

-
AMF under test is connected in emulated/real network environment.

-
Tester configures the operator policy of the AMF that all the UEs sending initial registration request should be redirected from 5GS to EPS

- AMF:


- Capability: only applies to the AMF under test which supports the security handling in CIoT
With this approach, SCAS test cases will keep clearer for a new reader and the information would be maintained in the same place, independent of the test case.
