SA3 thanks RAN2 for their LS on security for selective SCG activation. 
From SA3 point of view, the proposed handling of sk-counter/ S-KgNB in these scenarios described in this liaison is not acceptable. When the UE changes from SN #1 to SN #2, the sk-counter/ S-KgNB is updated. After then, the same sk-counter/ S-KgNB should not be used while UE move back to SN #1. Reusing the same sk-counter/ S-KgNB may increase the risk of key leakage. 
The security requirement needs to be kindly considered: When the UE changes the serving SN, i.e., the UE radio bearer(s) is moved from the SN, the SN and UE shall delete the S-KgNB. The sk-counter/ S-KgNB should be updated after the UE changes serving SN. And the same sk-counter should not be used to derived the same S-KgNB if UE changes back to the same SN after moving to another SN.
