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1	Overall description
In CT4#113 (Toulouse) meeting CT4 sent an LS (C4-225161) to SA3 pointing out significant misalignments between requirements specified in TS 29.510 and Annex X of TS 33.501 on Authorization of NF service consumers (e.g., NWDAF) for data access via DCCF. 
SA3 acknowledges the indicated misalignments in C4-225161, and have agreed to align SA3 specifications (i.e., Annex X of TS 33.501) with CT4 specifications (TS 29.510) by introducing the following changes in Annex X of TS 33.501:
- For Rel-16: Only the intermediary (i.e., DCCF) is authorized. I.e., the NF Instance ID (nfInstanceId IE) in the access token request and the subject claim in the access token is to refer to the intermediate NF service consumer (DCCF) directly connected to the NF producer.
- For Rel-17 onwards: Both source (NF service consumer, e.g., NWDAF) and intermediary (DCCF) are authorized. The CT4 specified attribute ‘sourceInstanceId IE’ in the access token request and access token claims is to indicate the NF instance ID of the source, i.e., NWDAFc.   
SA3 will work in the CR to update annex X of TS 33.501 based on these principles and inform CT4 once it has been agreed. For backwards compatibility reasons a definition of a new header can be required to convey the CCA of the source NF service consumer (NWDAFc), to be ignored by pre-release 17 NF producers.
