For protection of discovery procedure, the following conclusions are made:

-
For ProSe  capable UEs, the Restricted Discovery security procedure defined in clause 6.1.3.2 of TS 33.503 [6] is taken as the baseline for discovery security materials provisioning. The discovery security materials are used to protect the integrity of the broadcasted DCR messages and privacy sensitive information (e.g. UE identity) in the messages. 
NOTE: Alignments with the discovery procedures in SA2 will be deployed in the normative phase.

· For the V2X capable UEs, the Direct Communication Request is sent unprotected as specified in clause 5.3 of TS 33.536 [5].
