Based on the conclusion about UE-to-UE Relay security (Key Issue #2) in TR 33.740, the choice and co-existence of the security mechanisms in different use cases (i.e., U2U Relay in and out of coverage) will be decided in normative phase This contribution aims to define the selection between two mechanisms.

Selection between mechanisms with or without network assistance


There are two security mechanism options to establish secure PC5 link between End UE and 5G ProSe UE-to-UE Relay, namely the security procedures with network assistance as defined in clause 6.6.3.1 and security procedures without network assistance as defined in 6.6.3.2. 
A Network Assistance Indicator per RSC is provisioned in the UEs to enable the use of 5G ProSe UE-to-UE relay. The End UE and UE-to-UE Relay choose between security procedures with network assistance and security procedures without network assistance based on the Network Assistance Indicator. The End UE and UE-to-UE Relay shall use the security procedures with network assistance if the Network Assistance Indicator associated with an RSC indicates the security procedures with network assistance. Otherwise, if the Network Assistance Indicator associated with an RSC indicates the security procedures without network assistance, the End UE and UE-to-UE Relay shall use the security procedures without network assistance.
To make sure the link between the End UE and the UE-to-UE Relay can be established successfully no matter the UE-to-UE Relay inside network’s coverage or not, the End UE may send multiple Direct Communication Requests corresponding to different security mechnaisms above. If inside network coverage, the UE-to-UE Relay responses to the Direct Communication Request corresponding to the security procedures with network assistance. Otherwise, if outside network coverage, the UE-to-UE Relay responses to the Direct Communication Request corresponding to the security procedures without network assistance.
