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1	Overall description
3GPP SA3 would like to thank ETSI for the LS on ETSI MEC discussion on possible new requirements for AKMA framework. SA3 has been aware that ETSI MEC is considering leveraging the AKMA framework for the purpose of MEC scenarios.
3GPP SA3 would like to point out that MEP acting as an AAnF as ETSI MEC described may not be an appropriate usage of AKMA, since AAnF is specified as the AKMA anchor function which should stay in HPLMN while MEP could be deployed in VPLMN also. Thus MEP is more possible to act as the AKMA AF instead of AAnF. 
With that, no matter where the UE locates, it can access the MEP where AF resides and the AF performs the AAnF selection and discovery according to clause 6.7 in TS 33.535. The AAnF selection does not depend on UE’s location in fact and SA3 doesn’t see the need of changing the current mechanism of AAnF selection to be based on UE’s location.
Therefore, 3GPP SA3 doesn’t think the scenario that ETSI MEC presented constitute a new requirement for the AKMA framework.
Besides, considering the use case of using AKMA in MEC, 3GPP SA3 would like to recommend ETSI MEC to consider the introduction of AP in AKMA if needed which is currently being specified in Rel-18. With AP deployed in MEP, it can delegate several ASs within the same MEP to execute AKMA procedures in order to save the consumption of signaling resources.
