SA3 would like to thank CT3 for their LS S3-233509/C3-232563, LS on AKMA service restrictions in Rel-17.
Regarding the question asked in the LS
Question1: Is Rel-17 AKMA services supported for the UE connected via Non-3GPP access?
SA3>> Yes
Question2: If the answer to Question 1 is affirmative, then how the network could identify the PDU session is related to roaming UE and deny AKMA services? 
SA3>  This issue is there in Rel17 and Rel18 as well. In Rel18, TS 33501 added a requirement: “-  The home network shall be able to control whether its subscriber is authorized to use the service in the visited network”. So the same issue is applicable to Rel18 as well. For Rel18, SA2 has defined a procedure for AF-specific UE ID retrieval (see clause 4.15.10 in TS 23502). Therefore, CT3 can reuse the existing procedure to identify the PDU session that is related to roaming UE and allow or deny AKMA services based on operator policy. SA3 also agrees on the CR S3-234530
