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1	Overall description
SA3 would like to thank CT1 for their LS on Security for 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay Discovery.
SA3 discussed the agreement of CT1 on RSC as an optional IE included in the security parameter request， which is not supported by the 5G DDNMF/5G PKMF. According to TS 33.503, the discovery security material is associated with a specific RSC. Without receiving RSC from the UE, the 5G DDNMF/5G PKMF cannot obtain or retrieve the associated discovery security material and provide to the UE-to-Network Relay and Remote UE. Otherwise, the specification on 5G DDNMF/5G PKMF needs to be modified to operate differently than the current mechanism.
If SA3 has to align with the CT1 agreement, the 5G DDNMF/ 5G PKMF may need to be upgraded in both Rel-17 stage 2 work and Rel-17 stage 3 work. SA3 would like to ask CT1 if the impact on the 5G DDNMF/5G PKMF in Rel-17 stage 3 work is acceptable. If yes, SA3 will work on the relevant security mechanism and keep CT1 updated.
